Instructions for Submission of Mini-Grant Proposals

The Nebraska Child Abuse Prevention Fund Board will accept proposals to increase public awareness of positive parenting and parent-child involvement.  Local Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention Councils may apply for a maximum or $1,000 and other non-profit organizations may apply for a maximum of $750.

Preference will be given to local Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention Councils and to non-profit organizations with goals and experience in preventing child abuse and neglect.

Priority will also be given to proposals that:

1) Utilize the April 2008 Nebraska Statewide Child Abuse Prevention campaign theme, slogan, and materials

2) Include matching funds, volunteer involvement, or other in-kind resources

3) Are designed to reach a broad spectrum of the population rather than only those families identified as high risk for child abuse and neglect
A brief report with an account of expenditures of funds will be required at the conclusion of the campaign.  Unexpended funds shall be returned to the Fund Board.

Restrictions:  (1) Mini-grants cannot supplant grants that councils/organizations have received from the Fund Board during the current fiscal year.  (2) Councils/organizations are eligible to receive only one mini-grant in a six-month period.  (3) Mini-grants are awarded on a one-time per project only basis and are not renewable (4) Only one mini-grant will be awarded to a project even though several councils/organizations may participate in the project and/or there are several components in the project.
Applicants must follow the mini-grant instruction form.  Please limit answers to each question or request to three-to-five sentences.  The Board reserves the right to request more information.

Mini-grant applications must be received electronically by 5:00 pm, March 3, 2008 and the accompanying 10 hard copies must be postmarked by March 3, 2008. 
Notification of grant awards will be made by no later than March 12, 2008.
